The learning outcomes of the CSLA course include many transferable 
skills that can be utilised to develop confidence, career prospects and first rate future sports 
coaches.   
 
The CSLA course modules include: 

� Organisational method. 

� Coaching and communication skills. 

� Organising leagues and competitions. 

� Top Play, Top Outdoors & Top Sport – making everyone feel like a winner, positive 
competition, adapting sport to include and develop all levels. 

� Safety in sport. 

� Fitness for sport. 

� Emergency First Aid. 

� Planning and organisation. 
 
All the courses that have run preceding this one have been superb in developing the leadership 
skills of participants and many have gone on to be assets to the development of sport within sports 
associations, youth groups, Guides and Scouts groups and the Sports Development Unit.  The 
course itself is mainly practical, with lots of ideas sharing and group work. 
 
The course will run for a five-week period starting on the 9th February and finishing on the 19th
