It is essential that girls are empowered to achieve their potential and
pursue their own interests, whatever they may be. The success of this initiative needs to be
accredited to Tracey and her team who are excellent role models and are wholeheartedly
dedicated to the development of this."

Tracey Baglietto expressed that she was pleased at the interest that Minister Sacramento had
shown in women's football since the start, "l would like to thank the Minister for her support and
for working with us on various initiatives."
