Prizes to be awarded are:
1st Prize The Ministry of Culture Prize * £1,000
2nd Prize The Aquagib Award * £500

Additionally, there will be awards of £500 each, kindly donated by the Alwani Foundation,
for the best entry in each of the following age groups:

A. School Years 9to 11 *
B. School Years 1210 13 *
