Substance misuse and abuse must be rejected by everyone and as a Government we will 

ensure that we are equipped to support both addicts and their families in obtaining the help 

that they need, create awareness on the dangers as part of our strategy of prevention and 

train and resource the departments that lead in the fight against drugs.  I have again 

appointed Samantha Sacramento MP as the Minister with this constitutional responsibility 

as she initially laid the foundations for this strategy and I know how passionate she is about 

making a difference in this field”.
